While the percentage of Christian population is
increasing in many Asian countries, in order to
break through the 3% barrier in Taiwan, Taiwan
Mission Foundation brings about the challenge of
“thinking in multiple term” and try to carry it
through.

Jesus commissioned his disciples to be fishers of
man. Although He called His disciples one by
one but to the general public, He did it in
multiple term. He preached to tens of thousands
in the wild open space. What was His teaching?
Cast the net and catch thousands; spread the
seeds and harvest in 30/60/100 times more;
mustard seed can grow into a big tree thousand
of its size. Jesus expected His disciples to take
the same approach and resulted in multiple fruit
in spreading Gospel.

Based on this thought, TMF have tried and

developed different channels in the past three
years for missions. We don’t fix our hope in
certain missionaries but rather include all lay
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missionaries and the main focus is to help
Christians to get out to the world to spread the
Gospel. We hope every Christian follows The
Great Commission that Jesus commanded us.
The idea is everyone can find a Taiwan mission
channel that is suitable to his own circumstance.
There are six available channels right now for
your choices. My friend, Gospel is the only hope
for Taiwan. Let’s march on fearlessly.
