The biggest project since the establishment of Tai-
wan Mission Foundation six years ago has been
the publication of “Taiwan Mission Taking Off”, a
book of permanent value to be treasured. It collect-
ed more than sixty stories worldwide spanning over
half a century after Taiwanese people immigrated
overseas. It took three and a half years and involved
more than one hundred people. One invited article
records Taiwan mission history since 19th century,
the rest of them cover missions from industrial,
Hakka, grassroots, rural, medicine, prison, aborigi-

nes, orphanage to nursing homes etc.

“Taiwan Mission Taking Off” is scheduled to be
published in coming mid-April as the celebration
gifts for our sixth anniversary on April 27th. 2013.
We have received overwhelmingly enthusiastic re-
sponses about the first edition of 2000 copies, we
will print the second edition of 3000 copies. Since
this book is bilingual and in full colors, we believe
it can be a very meaningful present, even for the
second generations and your foreign friends.
We hope you being the friends of TMF and
church groups may support the publication.

In sum, the most beautiful heart
is a heart that might be wounded but never wants to
wound other people. It is a heart of complete under-
standing and acceptance that “knows you, listens to
you, and loves you.”
