I wasborn in a family of worshipping ancestors and idols
in Chang-Hwa city in Taiwan. I am the youngest and |
have three elder brothers and sisters. My mother died of
stomach cancer when I was six years old. My father did
not marry again. I was raised by my eldest sister-in-law
and grandmother. However, my grandmother also died
of stroke when I was 13 years old. My eldest brother
was struck by a train when I was in the second year in
senior high school and he left behind him six young
children, ages ranged from three month to ten years old.
Traumatized by sudden loss of three close families and
burdened by taking care of my eldest brother’s children,
my father became very irritable. He often took it out on
me. Therefore, I became very depressed, pessimistic
and frustrated.

Fortunately, one of my classmate, Mr. Ho, told me the
good news and invited me to the church’s fellowship. I
found that the people in the church were very kind and
loving, always with smile in their face. Soon after that,
he also invited me to attend Sunday worship. Pastor
Hsu, Elder Liao and Deacon Chen welcomed me with
enthusiasm. I truly felt God’s love in them. In the second
semester of the second year in senior high school (May,
1996), I attended an evangelical meeting. The speaker’s
message was warm and powerful. It deeply touched
my heart. Right in the meeting, I decided to believe in
Jesus.

Since Taiwan Mission Foundation was founded in
New York in 2007, we have not had an office even
after praying for it for many years. But God inspired
me with “Prayer Garden” vision in 2012, which means
providing a garden for the weary and the burdened in
the community to pray. God then did bring people to
build the garden! It was like a dream!

Next Spring in 2013, my California seminary alumni
Rev, Anna Ueng planned to come to New York to
visit some friends. I offered my house for her to stay
and drove her to Zion Church founded by a German
missionary on Sunday. When | was introduced to the
congregation, | saw a man smiling at me. Later, | found
that he was an overseas student in Queens Taiwanese
Evangelical Church 24 years ago. I was a Sunday
school coordinator of that church at the time then. He
said that he always remembered me because when he
felt lonely, I wrote him a letter telling him, saying,
“Your spiritual life is not good!” He said that he was
very touched by my letter—at least somebody cared for
him. Next year he left New York, and he was currently
in a construction business. I immediately told him that
because of the Hurricane Sandy, the fence in my house
was destroyed and the roof was leaking. I haven’t found
a worker to fix it for half a year. Soon he came with his
coworkers. While they were fixing my house, they also
built a garden and a small but beautiful prayer room.
Finally they built an office for TMF in my basement.
I told them to use the best material because the office
was to be dedicated to the Lord. Truly when I received
a guest, | indeed received an angel!

In the end 0f 2014, I happened to read a small news with
a telephone number. It said that New York Government
had a new plan called “Build It Back,” for those who
suffered from Hurricane Sandy. Without a second
thougt, I applied for it. Three months later, I received a
check of $48,910.55 from New York Government. It is
exactly enough to cover all the expenses of building the
new office and prayer garden! No one believed it! Not
even my daughter and my coworkers! So we always
say that it is God himself builds the prayer garden and
the TMF office. We are very thankful for God’s |
amazing providence. He has all the
resources, isn’t He? Hallelujah!
